2010 GRANT AWARDS

TOTAL:   $226,000  

In 2010, the following grants to MHS by GMF were funded:
· The third installment of the six year, $600,000 grant to establish video production facilities at its Helena museum and help preserve Montana broadcasting history.

· $13,750 to support the preservation of Ed Craney’s and the Greater Montana Foundation’s historical records, including the digitization of audio-visual materials held in the Montana Historical Society’s Archives.
The Montana Public Broadcasting System:  $50,000 to support a wide variety of TV programming produced in Montana, including:
· Montana Focus – providing deeper insight into important news issues
· 11th and Grant – featuring a wide variety of Montana musicians
· The Sound of Progress – documentary of MSU Orchestra trip to Vietnam

· Indian Relay – documentary of several Native American teams competing across the Rocky Mountain West
Montana Public Radio:   $10,000 for the ICE Project:  Inform, Consent and Engage, to help expand local news coverage in western Montana. 

The Montana Broadcasters Association:  $35,000 to: 

· help fund its annual awards program that recognizes excellence among state broadcasters

· support broadcasting of Montana’s congressional debates

· fund professional development for Montana broadcasters  

The University of Montana’s School of Journalism:   $29,000 to support six initiatives:  

· The annual student documentary

· Continued production of the news magazine “Montana Journal” 
· Continued production of “Business: Made in Montana” 
· Coverage of the Montana Legislature’s 2011 session

· Production of the TV documentary “Building Bridges,” which revisits twelve Irish men and women who came as Catholic and Protestant young people to Montana in 1997, as part of a program to help seek peace, to explore how the program has affected their lives since that visit.
· Funding to support student broadcast internships at commercial stations. 
Five other individuals or organizations also received funding for broadcast initiatives: 
· Artemis Common Ground of Helena $7,000 for “Home Ground Radio.” 
· War Shield Development in Great Falls: $10,000 to support “Immigrants in Their Own Land,” a documentary on urban Indians in Montana.

· Headwater News at the O’Conner Center for the Rocky Mountain West at the University of Montana: $5000 to support its on-line news service.

·  Clay Scott of Helena: $10,000 to support production of “Montana Voices,” radio/multi-media stories about Montana individuals and communities. (at O’Conner Center for the Rocky Mountain West at the University of Montana) 
· Women’s Voices of the Earth, Paula Mozen of Bozeman: $10,000 to help produce a breast cancer awareness documentary, “Life Interrupted,” with emphasis on Montana and Native American women, through varying stages of the disease. 

The Montana Historical Society.  The Greater Montana Foundation (GMF) has a special long-standing collaborative relationship with the Montana Historical Society (MHS).  Much of this relationship is rooted in the following facts: 

· Mr. Craney’s extensive Western art collection was donated to MHS by GMF in 2006. 

· The Greater Montana Foundation, starting in 2008 pledged a grant of $600,000 over a six-year period to MHS for the purpose of creating a permanent display of the History of Broadcasting in Montana, with a virtual “Craney Studio,” to include space for a venue for various events, filming and lectures, along with old and new equipment.  

· In 2009 GMF donated all of its historical files to MHS.  These files, which contained thousands of archival items reflecting the history of Montana broadcasting, are now being catalogued for Internet use in the future.

· Archival material from GMF may also be used as part of an interactive “virt    ual” presentation of this history.  

· Due to the special long-term commitment to MHS by GMF, the grants by GMF to MHS are in amounts far in excess from what other prospective grantees should consider applying.
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
